The Pennsylvania Legislature has 

taken several cost-of-living raises 

since 1972 but has refused to give 

injured workers the same cost-of-

living increase over the same period of 

time.  It has been over 30 some years 

since injured workers have been given 

a cost-of-living increase.   

 

Don't you think it is about time to give 

injured workers a cost of living raise?   

 

Every year Pennsylvania adjusts the 

ñStatewide Average Weekly Wageò 

for workers compensation.  This ad-

justment indicates the increase of the 

cost-of-living increase that occurs 

every year.  It puzzles many as to why 

injured workers already receiving 

benefits do not receive the same in-

crease for each year they must be on 

workers compensation.  They incur 

the same cost-of-living increase that 

all in Pennsylvania incur but their 

workerôs compensation benefits are 

not adjusted to compensate for that 

increase. 

 

The average cost-of living increases in 

PA for each year is usually between 

3% and 5%.   

 

An injured worker that suffered a 

serious work injury and is unable to 

return to work for several years will 

incur a pretty good size cost-of-living 

expense but does not get compensated 

for that increase.  Not allowing for a 

COLA for injured workers does not 

fulfill the workers compensation man-

date, to make an injured worker whole 

again, that was established when the 

agreement between labor and industry 

was created. 

 

Why wonôt the Pennsylvania Legisla-

ture give the same cost-of-living al-

lowance that they receive every year?  

Ask them, you may be surprised at the 

answer. 

The Pennsylvania Legislature allows 

the workers compensation insurers to 

increase their rates to compensate for 

the cost of living rate each year, so 

why not injured workers? 

 

Just another breach of promise! 

 

This just goes to show you the total 

disregard the Pennsylvania Legislators 

have for workers injured on the job.  

The PFIW has been asking for an 

increase for many years and it is as if 

they never hear us.  Keep this in mind 

when you go to vote in 2008.

The procedure for worker's compensation hearings in Pennsylvania creates an atmosphere for flawed decisions to be handed out.  The problem is the short time period 

given for individual hearings over a long period of time.  Here is what happens according to the PA Code that governs the worker's compensation procedure, once a 

petition is filed: 

Preliminary hearing - this it the first hearing of the petition and only lasts long enough for both sides of the litigation to specify what evidence will be entered 

into the record and what testimony will be taken via deposition. 

Subsequent hearings - are scheduled approximately every forty-five days.  Hearings are held even if there are no witnesses scheduled to testify.  It usually takes 

about 6 - 8 months to complete this process.  

Referee's Decision - after the record has been closed it usually takes up to 60 days for the Referee to hand out a decision 

 

With all of this time between hearings and a final decision for a petition, it is very easy for the Referee to confuse the facts, since the Referee hears many other cases 

during the same time period.  Facts from one hearing might spill over into another.  This may be the cause for facts being confused and decisions being unrea-

soned.  The hearings are only approximately 30 minutes in length.  If a worker's compensation Referee hears 10 or more cases a day there is a definite chance for 

confusion of facts.  If the facts of a case ore confused then the findings of law would be wrong, making the decision wrong. 

 

Another downside to the hearing procedure is the depositions taken at various locations and time, and then a written record of the deposition is entered into the re-

cord.  The Referee has no opportunity to see the parties of the depositions.  Face to face contact is a good way for a Referee to see if the person testifying is being 

truthful.  That is lost because the Referee isn't present for the deposition.  If the Referee has any questions about the depositions there is no opportunity for for the 

witness to answer therefore leaving the question unanswered.  If either side has any objections during the deposition it is noted and the question is allowed to be an-

swered then the referee decides on the objection at a later time.  No one knows whether or not the objection was upheld of denied.  This is decided behind closed 

doors.  Again there is no opportunity for clarification.  How can the record be complete if there are questions or unaddressed objections?   

 

The most puzzling aspect of the hearing procedure occurs when a petition is filed with the Pennsylvania Worker's Compensation Bureau.  Very few, if any petitions 

filed are refused.  This means that either party to the litigation can bog down a claim by filing multiple petitions.  Just imagine how confusing it can get if a Referee is 

hearing testimony and reading evidence for several petitions filed for one claim at the same time.  The majority of the time all of the petitions are grouped together, 

therefore it may be possible that some evidence for one of the petitions may not be considered or may be overlooked. 

Even though this is an administration problem it is easy to see how decisions for worker's compensation claims may not be completely reasoned.  Some Referees have 

an outrageously large caseload and this administration nightmare just adds more confusion to the process.   

 

The average time for a worker's compensation claim to get through this process is about 9 months.  This means that if an employer/workerôs compensation insurance 

company is denying a claim, the injured worker will go 9 months without any income from work related injury.  A good solution to this problem might be for every-

thing to be done at one hearing maybe two if necessary, hear only one petition at a time therefore allowing a decision to be handed out in a more timely manner.  The 

petitions that start the litigation process should be screened better to ensure that they are valid and not just frivolous.

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Questions for Perspective Attorneys 

Before you sign with a workers' compensation attorney, interview him or her.  Some people go to their local workers' compensation hearing location and talk to 

other injured workers for a referral.  Call any injured worker groups in your state and ask them for a referral.  The PFIW has panel attorneys that have been 

interviewed by our local Chapters, to make sure they are good qualified attorneys, and referrals can come from each Chapter. 

Ask if he/she only represents injured workers.  Never hire an attorney that does work for employers or insurance companies.  This is a clear conflict of interest. 

Ask if the attorney will initially pay for the cost of any depositions you may need.  Most IME or physician depositions cost a significant amount of money 

($3,000 - $9,000) and would be impossible for you to come up with.  This cost is, most of the time, reimbursed to the attorney whether or not you prevail in the 

litigation. 

It is important that you know exactly what is going on in your workers' compensation claim.  Ask the perspective attorney if he/she will send you copies of all 

correspondence pertaining to your claim.  The attorney may be working on several claims at once and all will be at different stages.  It is your job to make sure 

your attorney has all the facts about your claim correct. 

During the hearing process for your claim bills may start to pile up.  Ask the perspective attorney if he/she will help to shelter you from the bill collectors. 

The most excepted attorney fee for workers' compensation is 20% of your benefit income.  Ask the perspective attorney if he/she will take your case for less 

then the normal 20% or ask to have a cap for your legal fees of 250 weeks. 

After you have explained what has transpired in your claim up-to-date ask the perspective attorney what would be his/her plan of action will be to help you 

establish your claim.  Find out if they will pursue penalty petitions and recover attorney fees when you prevail on a petition.  You do not want someone who will 

not just sit back and allow your employer/insurer to harass you without action. 

Ask the perspective attorney how far in the court system will they pursue your claim.  Some cases must go to the Supreme Court to prevail.  You need an attor-

ney that is there for the long haul. 

If your injury claim is being denied by your employer you will need a source of income to get you through the long hearing process it will take for the PA Bu-

reau of Workers Compensation to acknowledge your injury claim.  Ask the perspective attorney if he/she will help you establish a Social Security Disability 

Claim.  (Note: Some attorneys charge a separate fee for the help with Social Security Disability filings, some include it as part of the legal service for workers' 

compensation.) 

Find out what the perspective attorney does outside of his/her practice to support injured workers.  Ask if he/she are a member of Pennsylvania Trial Lawyers 

Association (PTLA) and a LAWPAC contributor. Find out if they give seminars on workers' compensation. 

Most good attorneys has a rating for the field of practice.  It is called a Martindale Hubbell rating.  (This will tell you how good they are in the field of practice 

they pursue).  Note:  Not all attorneys are rated by Martindale-Hubbell. 

How to Rate an Attorney 

Each Martindale-Hubbell Rating has two components: legal ability; and general ethical standards. The Legal Ability Ratings are: C (good to high); B (high to very 

high); and A (very high to preeminent). The General Ethical Standards rating denotes ñadherence to professional standards of conduct and ethics, reliability, diligence 

and other criteria relevant to the discharge of professional responsibilities.ò The General Recommendation Rating for Ethical Standards is ñVò (very high). According 

to Martindale-Hubbell, a lawyer will not receive a Legal Ability Rating unless he or she has been endorsed for a ñVò under the Ethical Standards Rating.  

 

The ratings are described by Martindale-Hubbell as follows: 

A CV Rating is an excellent first Rating and a statement of a lawyerôs above average ability and very high ethics. 

A BV Rating is an indication of an exemplary reputation and well-established practice. A typical lawyer is in mid-career, with a significant client base and high 

professional standard. 

An AV  Rating shows that a lawyer has reached the height of professional excellence. He or she has usually practiced law for many years, and is recognized for 

the highest levels of skill and integrity. 

 

 

Should you have any questions about the rating system contact the local PFIW  Chapter in your area for further explanation.  It is import to understand it so you make 

an informed decision about your legal representation.  This may be the most important decision you make in your workerôs compensation claim and it is very hard to 

undo a fee agreement with an attorney once it is made.

Office of Adjudication  

Who Do You Know? 
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Donôt sit back and hope that 

someone else will contact them 

about your workersô 

compensation problem! 

It is the job of the Office of Adjudication to oversee what is going on with the workerôs compensation judges.  Unfortu-

nately that is not what injured workers are getting.  Most of the time when an injured workers calls the Bureau of Work-

ers Compensation to get help with what seems to be a case of prejudice that a workers compensation referee/judge has 

incorporated in a decision the response from the Bureau is ñWeôre sorry we canôt do anything for you because your claim 

is in litigationò and or ñIf you donôt like your decision, appeal itò.   

 

1. Instead of looking into possible cases of abuse of power by a workers compensation referee/judge the Office of 

Adjudication turns itôs back on the problem.  The workerôs compensation act clearly states that it is the responsibil-

ity of the Office of Adjudication to have oversight of all the referees/judges and to investigate all complaints of 

prejudice. 

 

2. Instead of reducing the judicial prejudice in workers compensation decisions thus reducing the need for appeals 

which would reduce the case load of referees/judges thus reducing the litigation time needed to establish or deny a 

claim the policy of the Office of Adjudication is to streamline the judicial process making it easier to make mis-

takes.  Itôs not the process but  the lack of oversight and enforcement of the workers compensation act that is caus-

ing so much litigation. 

 

It seems as though the Bureau of Workers Compensation is not enforcing the laws very well.  They are not doing what is 

mandated by law. 

Do you know them? 

 

You should, they write the legislation that governs workers compensation.  E-mail or call these legislators often about your 

concerns on workersô compensation.  The only way we can get good legislation that benefits injured workers is to contact 

these legislators when an issue you run into comes up and effects your workersô compensation claim in a negative way.  

Explain to them in a detailed correspondence so there will be no doubt about what has cause you problems with your workers 

compensation claim.  What we hear at the PFIW headquarters when we contact them about problems they tell us they have 

not heard from anyone else.  We need to change that, so make contact and make it every time a problem arises.  Itôs the only 

way they will know.

The problem with workerôs compensation in PA is the way the system is administered.  Each time a new Director is chosen the agenda or ability to administer is ig-

nored.  Itôs just business as usual at the Bureau.  What this does is it allows the same type of bad administration to continue without any changes to the way things are 

done.  Each Director has his/her agenda and most of the time it is not enforcing the workerôs compensation act the way it should be enforced. 

 

They side step all complaints from injured workers and do not act on them.  Most complaints are about the workers compensation judges/referees.  When an injured 

workers attempts to file a complaint the Bureau the answer received is always ñyour claim is in litigation we cannot do anything while the claim is in litigation.ò  The 

answer injured workers get from the Bureau when a complaint about a prejudice decision is ñif you donôt like the decision file an appeal.ò  So when the claim is out of 

litigation neither the injured worker, the injured workers attorney or the PA Bureau of Workers Compensation does not visit the complaint so whatever the complaint 

was for continues to go on.  This ñfile an appealò approach  to the problem only adds cost to the injured worker for litigation that should not take place if the Bureau 

would do what the workerôs compensation act mandates. 

 

For an act that is supposed to supply a no fault insurance policy protecting workers from workplace injuries it sure does cost a lot of money out of the pocket of in-

jured workers just to defend their right to collect workers compensation.  When a claim is contested by an employer an injured worker looses 20% of their income to 

have the right to workers compensation.   Thatôs not cheap and is caused by poor enforcement of the Pennsylvania workerôs compensation act.

What Can I Do to Help Make a Difference? 

Many times we are asked; "What can I do? I am only one person".  The answer to that is very simple:  

 

1. When a large number of people complain about something it tends to get attention.  Contact your Legislators, both Senators and Representatives, to let them 

know about the problems you are experiencing and ask them to help reform the workers compensation act for injured workers and not employers and their insur-

ers.  Also contact the members of the Senate Labor & Industry Committee and the House of Representatives Labor Relations Committee. 

 

2. The real power to make change comes from injured workers and injured worker advocates who have registered to vote and do so.  Vote for politicians who care 

about injured worker rights.  

 

3. You can attend the PA Workers Compensation Advisory Council meetings held at the Bureau of Workers Compensation.  Once in a while they allow people 

who attend the meeting to speak to them.  This council is supposed to write legislative recommendations to the Legislators on workers compensation re-

form.

4. Join the Pennsylvania Federation of Injured Workers.  The more members we have the louder our voice will be in Harrisburg. 

 

If all injured workers and injured worker advocates/supporters would register to vote and get one other person or more to do the same, injured workers would then be 

able to say; "the abuse of injured workers stops now."  Votes could be cast for Legislators that would reform the workers compensation act so it would reflect the 

workers compensation mandate.   

 

If you havenôt done it yet get out and register to vote and make your voice heard on election day.  Donôt assume that others will vote to make the difference.  Only you 

can make the difference, vote!
